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Corpus of Bolshevik on Press and the Importation of Soviet

Disseminating Theory

Abstract: Corpus of Bolshevik on Press, published in 1954, was translated and released during the climax of learning expe—
rience from Soviet journalism. It was translated from the Volume Two of Russian original edition. It can be divided into eight peri—
ods according to the chronological order of the history of the Soviet Communist Party, which contains articles and instructions from
important leaders of the Russian Communist Party(Bolshevik) or the Soviet Communist Party(Bolshevik )like Lenin, Stalin, Molotov
and Kalinin. These articles are in line with the political parties’ tasks in specific time, which not only demonstrate the strong target
and policy, but also reflect the evolution of the ruling party’s news publicity ideas. The articles of Corpus of Bolshevik on Press
mainly focus on the role of press as well as the relationship between the press and the people, which carries on the essence of Len—
in’ s thoughts on journalism on the whole, and it has been developed in different periods of the political and social context. The pur—
pose is that “to educate and stick party members, leading cadres and intellectuals together”, however, there are great limitations in the
practice of the newspaper’s criticism and supervision within the party. This book became the classic Soviet journalism textbook intro—
duced to new China, which had a dual influence on the practice of news publicity ideologies in China. Corpus of Bolshevik on Press is
not only the achievement of a comprehensive study of the Soviet Union in the field of news theories and career in the early years of new
China, but also the historical testimony of copying the experience from Soviet Union's journalism in specific historical context.
