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Modern Turn and Enlightenment Significance of Sex Education
Dissemination in Journal of Education

Abstract; At the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the Republic of China, newspapers and
periodicals represented by Journal of Education carried out sex education communication activities that broke
through traditional taboos, and played a great enlightening role in promoting the development of school sex
education in modern China and changing Chinese people’ s attitude, concept and behavior towards " sex" .
Based on the analysis of the sex education communication text of Journal of Education(n=31) , combined
with the historical background , it is found that with the change of social context, Journal of Education took the
lead in starting the sex education communication activities in modern newspapers and magazines and acted as
a real-time topic guide. The value pursuit of its communication activities has gradually shifted from national
well-being to personal interests to guide the audience to change the orientation of the value of sex education
and help them gradually get rid of the traditional shame of sex and the exclusion of sex education. The dis-
course logic change from criticism to advocacy reconstructed the audience’ s cognitive system of sex educa-
tion. The authors team included both inside and outside the magazine office and they diversified the horizons
of knowledge , triggered and expanded the field of dissemination of sex education. Expression changed from
being obscure to straightforward , and scientific communication was used to dispel the audience’ s myth. These
dynamic communication methods promoted the audience’ s sexual cognition to gradually return to a common
sense rather than a weird one. The dissemination of sex education in Journal of Education was of great signifi-
cance to the current media coverage of sex education related issues.
